The new Advanced Recall DBA course has been rewritten to be more of an
exercise-based and hands-on experience. The course runs chronologically
through the common tasks that a Recall DBA might need to address during
the process of populating the Recall corporate database with well log data.
These tasks include modifying the dictionaries to ensure all header attributes
are being included and that mnemonic mappings and associated attributes are
assigned correctly. The Recall Doctor is also covered, which illustrates how to
assign new data dictionary speci cations to existing Recall databases.
